The second annual 48-Hour Short Film Contest, sponsored by the UNLV Short Film Archive, held the awards screening and ceremony on Sunday, November 6, 2005.  It was attended by an excited and enthusiastic full-house.    


The filmmaker entrants arrived at 5:30 on Friday and were given four required elements: a genre, a prop, a character and a line-of-dialogue by blind draw.  Entrants then had 48-hours to write, cast, shoot, edit & score their shorts using these four randomly selected elements.  They then returned to the UNLV campus 48 hours later and all the completed films were screened, judged and prizes awarded.
